

 
APPLICATION CALL FOR VISITING PROFESSORSHIP – INDUSTRY 5.0

DESCRIPTION
As part of the Industry 5.0 Visiting Professorship project, two academic staff members are being recruited for the 2025-2026 academic year for a two-month stay in Rouen (time period between January and June).  
The aim of this Chair, founded in partnership with the Normandy Region, is to strengthen research excellence and academic cooperation in the field of Industry 5.0. 
Each person invited to join the Chair will teach 20 hours at Bachelor's, Master's, and Engineering levels. The languages of instruction are French or English. Chair holders are closely involved in the research activities of the LINEACT laboratory. They will be required to give one or more lectures, masterclasses, or workshops for professional and general audiences.
This Chair will focus on exploring Industry 5.0 themes
- The smart and connected factory: AI, IoT, additive manufacturing
- Automation and robotization: cobotics, robotics, virtual and augmented reality, digital twins
- Energy transition and sustainable development applied to industry
- Cybersecurity and digital sovereignty applied to industry
Applications related to LINEACT's research areas will be given priority with a view to establishing future research synergies.
ELIGIBILITY
Hold the status of professor or senior researcher at a university or research institute outside France. Hold a PhD (or equivalent university degree). Have teaching experience at a university and have published in your field of expertise. Post-doctoral or doctoral candidates may also be eligible. Proficiency in French is recommended but not required.
APPLICATION
The application, written in French or English, must include: 
· a cover letter; 
· a curriculum vitae; 
· a presentation of the candidate's work and scientific background; 
· a list of publications; 
· a presentation of teaching proposals, teaching methods, and a suggested bibliography for the courses; 
The application must be sent to Ruth LIED, International Relations Manager, before November 3, 2025, including mention of the candidates' availability (rlied@cesi.fr).

A committee representing the Management and the CESI LINEACT laboratory will select the two academic staff members invited to join the Chair.
Compensation is set at €4,500 gross per month for two months.
Travel and accommodation expenses will be covered by CESI.
Each Chair holder will have a budget at their disposal to organize events and joint research projects.
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
